To promote the concept of healthy schools 
in St. Lucia and to encourage schools to 
become health promoting schools, the 
Minister for Education and Culture the 
Honourable Arsene Vigil James and the 
Minister for Health, Wellness, Family 
Affairs, National Mobilisation, Human 
Services and Gender Relations 
the Honourable Dr. Keith Mondesir, 
launched the Health Promoting School 
Competition on Friday 13th March 2009.  
This project is a collaborative venture 
between the Pan American Health 
Organization and the Caribbean Environmental Health Institute.  The Ministers encouraged 
all primary and secondary schools in St. Lucia to register and participate in this contest. 
 
The project team includes staff of the Environmental Health Department and the 
Community Nurses Services of the Ministry of Health, the Principals’ Association and 
District Education Officers of the Ministry of Education, WASCO, LUCELEC, Solid 
Waste Management Authority, Fire Services, CEHI and PAHO. 
 
During the launching, Consolidated Foods Limited (operators of Super J IGA) donated 
EC$ 10,000 to the Project Team in support of this project.  The company is also 
considering further collaboration in this contest.   
 
This competition will last about one year and will reward those schools that have improved 
the most during that period according to a set of criteria related to health promotion, 
healthy lifestyles, safety and security, environmental sustainability and community 
involvement.  The competition is divided in two categories: primary schools and secondary 
school and the prizes include computers, printers, internet connectivity, educational 
materials and monetary rewards and of course bragging rights for the winning schools. 
This project rewards improvement (and not necessarily the best school), so that schools 
which score lowest in the beginning of the project have the greatest opportunity to win.   
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
