Super J IGA supermarkets kicked off its annual 
observance of Creole Heritage Month last 
Friday, with the official launching of its in-store 
competition. From October 1, the eight Super J 
supermarkets island wide will be judged weekly 
on how well they demonstrate and promote 
aspects of the island’s cultural traditions through 
decoration, props, attire, ambience and displays 
in keeping with the creole theme.  The judges 
will include a representative of the Folk 
Research Centre (FRC).  
 
Speaking at the launch held at Super J Sunny Acres, the company’s Customer Service 
Manager Claudia Niles, explained that the competition was one of the many ways in 
which Super J adds value to shoppers’ experiences. 
 
“We have been doing this competition for the last four years and the excitement which it 
generates among our team and shoppers is unbelievable. When you’re shopping with us 
during the month of October, expect to see displays of indigenous items, old items you 
grew up with and certainly, expect a Creole atmosphere, including tastings of local 
products,” Niles told the gathering at the launch. 
 
Last Friday’s launch also featured the five ladies who will be vying for the title of La 
Wen Kwéyòl 2009. The La Wen Kwéyòl competition is one of the most popular indoor 
shows organised by the FRC during Creole Heritage Month. Super J is one of the main 
sponsors of the event, contributing $5,000 yearly to the pageant for the last four years. 
FRC Director Kentry Jn. Pierre commended Super J for the very visible support which 
the company has given to the FRC activities. He also highlighted the importance of such 
private sector assistance in keeping the island’s cultural traditions alive.  This year’s 
competition is scheduled for Saturday, October 3, at the Micoud Multi Purpose Centre.  
 
The Super J in-store competition culminates on the weekend of October 24. Customers 
shopping during that weekend will be treated to samples of local food and may get the 
opportunity to witness presentations which the staff will be making to the judges visiting 
the stores. Various preschools will also visit the stores, to view the in-store displays and 
be treated to local delicacies. The results of the Super J in-store Jounen Kwéyòl 
Competition will be officially announced at the end of October.  
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
